Graduates from this program will be able to
instruct other Illinois police officers in sound high risk vehicle stop tactics. Having graduates of this program will allow
agencies to meet the recently enacted HRVS training mandate for every sworn officer in the state. Each participant will be
provided with the PowerPoint deck needed to teach HRVS.
